FOREIGN EXPERIENCE IN THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF ANTI-CORRUPTION CONTROL: A DOCTRINAL REVIEW

Abstract. The paper provides a doctrinal analysis of foreign experience in the implementation
of anti-corruption control. This article is a study based on secondary sources, which is evidence of
its relevance in this field of scientific knowledge. Doctrinal foreign opinions were collected primarily
from published journals, including online articles, foreign government reports, and independent or-
ganizations. Based on the results of the work, the author draws a number of conclusions. In particu-
lar, the study showed that anti-corruption control is not studied in foreign literature as an independ-
ent element of the theory of law. However, researchers include the control in question in the author's
strategies to prevent corruption. The analysis also showed that solving the problems of corruption
includes a comprehensive and interdisciplinary approach. In this regard, the study of corruption
prevention issues is carried out not only by lawyers, but also by political scientists, sociologists,
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criminologists and other scientists in the field of humanitarian specialties. The studied foreign spe-
cialized literature indicates that the subsequent development of anti-corruption control exercises re-
quires taking into account increasingly complex conceptual developments associated with (interre-
lated) changes in international and national law and anti-corruption management processes.
