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POSTSECULARITY AS A PARADIGM: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF J. HABERMAS,
P. BERGER AND J. CASANOVA CONCEPTIONS CONCERNING POSTSECULAR SOCIETY

Abstract. This article is devoted to the analysis of the phenomenon of post-secularity in the context of the inter-
relationship of the "secular” and "religious" existence of modern society. The relevance of the topic is related to the fact
that in the context of globalization and the growth of religious pluralism, it is critically important to understand how
secular and religious elements interact in modern society, and what models of such coexistence are proposed by leading
theorists. The purpose of the article is to form a holistic view of the mechanisms of interaction between secular and
religious principles through a comparison of the approaches of three authors of theories of post-secular society: J. Ha-
bermas, P. Berger and H. Casanova. The following tasks were set: 1) to characterize the phenomenon of post-secularity
within the framework of the evolutionary process of this phenomenon; 2) to identify the key provisions of the theories of
post-secularity of the above-mentioned authors; 3) to conduct a comparative analysis of the concepts of post-secular
society proposed by Western researchers. The article used such methods as the comparative analytical method, theoret-
ical analysis of scientific sources, and conceptual modeling. As the results of the study have shown, J. Habermas, P.
Berger and H. Casanova provide complementary answers to many questions related to the principles of building relations
between the "secular" and "religious" spheres. The study concludes that the synthesis of the three approaches makes it
possible to create a model of the coexistence of religion and a secular worldview in a post-secular society.
