CHERNOBOG AND BELOBOG AS A POLABIAN VARIATION OF PAN-SLAVIC DEITIES OF FATE
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Abstract. The article addresses the problem of the origin of the Polabian Chernobog and the reconstructed
*Belobog, mentioned in Helmold of Bosau’s Chronica Slavorum. The author analyzes the main scholarly approaches to
these figures, criticizing both skeptical interpretations of their Christian or Iranian origin and attempts to present them
as part of a developed dualistic mythological system. Using a qualitative comparative method, Chernobog and Belobog
are compared with pan-Slavic figures of fate: the Rozhanitsy, Sudenitsy, Dolya, Nedolya, Srecha, and Nesrecha. Par-
ticular attention is paid to their functional similarity: one god is associated with success and prosperity, while the other
is associated with misfortune. In addition, the article compares forms of worship that included a ritual meal and the
drinking from a ritual cup. As a result, the author concludes that Chernobog and Belobog represent a Polabian varia-
tion of pan-Slavic deities or spirits of fate who determined human destiny.
